There have been many repairs made over the years.  In 2019 we had a complete eval-
uation done by an engineer and received a 37 page report explaining what needs to 
be done, a complete restoration.    
In November 2020 the estimated figure was $153,000.  We are going to make an 
effort to raise $250,000 for our goal by September of 2022.  The reason for 
setting this higher goal is because of the inflated prices of building 
materials since 2019.  We know this will not be easy.    
It was suggested that maybe if we could get just $1.00 from each 
person willing to help, that figure would be amazing by itself. 
The first part of the goal is to get to $60,000 for a matching grant 
from the State Grant fund.  We will keep the Faith and see what 
the Good Lord allows us to receive.
